Field Trip Options for Day 2
Ashton Hayes low carbon village and Blacon Smart Energy Community. 

An opportunity to learn about the award-winning 'Going Carbon Neutral' project in Ashton Hayes village just a few miles east of Chester. Our visit would take in examples of the sorts of actions being carried out by individuals and groups e.g. solar panels, allotments, community shop - with a focus on the village primary school where a biofuel CHP plant and solar photovoltaic array are to be installed during summer 2010.

Blacon is a 'Smart Energy Community' project which has recently got under way in this Chester suburb. We would learn first-hand from those involved in the project about what is involved, e.g. community engagement activities, real-time display trials, and also have an opportunity to visit two houses which are currently undergoing an energy efficiency make-over. http://www.goingcarbonneutral.co.uk/
Visit to Dee Estuary

Possible programme starting at Parkgate: http://www.allertonoak.com/merseySights/WirralSW.html overlooking the reserve (a Victorian seaside resort with a half mile of promenade overlooking thousands of hectares of saltmarsh).  RSPB could explain about the estuary/marsh and their work in the area and we could walk along the edge of the marsh.
